18th Lokshahi Din Held at MHADA

Mumbai, June 9, 2026: The 18th Lokshahi Din (Democracy Day) was held today by the
Maharashtra Housing and Area Development Authority (MHADA). Four cases were heard
during the programme conducted at MHADA Headquarters, Bandra (East), under the
chairmanship of Mumbai Board Chief Officer Mr. Milind Borikar and Mumbai Building
Repairs and Reconstruction Board Chief Officer Mr. Milind Shambharkar.

A complaint was submitted by Mr. Sanjay Kundanlal Doshi, a resident of Building Nos. 69-
73, Sanghvi Bhavan, Mazgaon Division, regarding non-receipt of possession of two
rehabilitation flats from the developer after redevelopment of the building. Taking serious
note of the complaint, Mr. Shambharkar directed the concerned officials to initiate the
process of cancelling the No Objection Certificate (NOC) issued to the developer and submit
a proposal for filing an FIR against the developer.

In another case related to the eligibility of a commercial shop premises in the cessed
buildings Dhanashree and Desai (Building Nos. 128-129) at Mahim, the application of Mr.
Ramshankar Shyamlal Kanojia was rejected due to insufficient supporting documents
submitted by the applicant.

In the third case, concerning the eligibility of two residential units in Gawli Chawl, Byculla,
claimed by Mr. Ali Mohammad Sheikh Abdullah, Mr. Milind Shambharkar directed the
concerned officials to conduct a detailed re-examination of the documents submitted by the
applicant and submit a report for consideration by the competent authority.

During the fourth hearing, Mr. Sham Jagannath Thite, a beneficiary of the MHADA
Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar Board lottery, raised a grievance regarding waiver of late
payment charges. Mr. Thite has been allotted a Low Income Group (LIG) dwelling unit under
Code No. 139 in the Chikalthana Housing Project and has paid the entire cost of the flat.
However, as the last three instalments were paid after the due dates, late payment charges
were levied as per rules. Considering the applicant’s request, Mr. Milind Borikar directed the
concerned officials to examine the proposal sympathetically and submit it to the competent
authority for approval.

It was reiterated during the Lokshahi Din that MHADA remains committed to ensuring
timely and effective resolution of citizens’ grievances through this public grievance redressal
mechanism.
