MHADA's 18th Lokshahi Din Rescheduled to June 9

Discussion and Immediate Redressal of Citizens’ Grievances under the Chairmanship of MHADA Vice
President & CEO Mr. Sanjeev Jaiswal

Mumbai, June 5, 2026: The 18th edition of Lokshahi Din , scheduled to be held by the
Maharashtra Housing and Area Development Authority (MHADA) on Monday, June 8,
2026, has been postponed by one day due to unavoidable circumstances. The programme will
now be held on Tuesday, June 9, 2026, from 12:00 noon at the Conference Hall on the fourth
floor of MHADA Headquarters, Bandra (East), under the chairmanship of MHADA Vice
President and Chief Executive Officer, Mr. Sanjeev Jaiswal (I.A.S).

MHADA has appealed to citizens to actively participate in the initiative and avail themselves
of the opportunity for prompt resolution of their grievances. Since January 2024, MHADA
has been organising Lokshahi Din on the second Monday of every month at its headquarters
in Bandra (East). To date, 17 successful Lokshahi Din programmes have been conducted
under the leadership of Mr. Jaiswal.

Under this citizen-centric initiative, complaints and representations submitted by applicants
are discussed directly and transparently in the presence of concerned officers. The platform
has facilitated the resolution of several long-pending cases, enabling citizens to receive
timely, transparent and effective redressal of their grievances. The initiative has strengthened
public confidence in MHADA's commitment to transparency, accountability and responsive
governance.

Prior to every Lokshahi Din programme, Mr. Jaiswal personally reviews the progress made
on complaints and cases discussed during previous sessions. This systematic follow-up
mechanism has ensured effective implementation of decisions and has transformed Lokshahi
Din into a strong bridge of trust between citizens and the administration.

MHADA has informed citizens that applications for Lokshahi Din must be submitted in the
prescribed format at least 15 days in advance and in duplicate. The application form is
available on MHADA's official website under the "Citizens" section in the "Lokshahi Din"
category.

The complaint or representation should be of a personal nature. Matters that are sub judice,
revenue or appeal-related cases, service and establishment matters, applications not submitted
in the prescribed format, applications lacking supporting documents, cases where a final reply
has already been issued or is under process, repeated representations on the same subject, and
complaints that are not personal in nature will not be accepted for Lokshahi Din.
Applications that are not eligible for consideration under Lokshahi Din will be forwarded to
the concerned department within eight days for necessary action, and a copy of the
communication will also be sent to the applicant.###
