MHADA Vice President Sanjeev Jaiswal forms a committee to probe into the

incident of money being thrown outside officer’s chamber

The committee has been directed to verify the eligibility of 11 applicants and submit a
report on the allotment of transit tenements within 15 days.

Mumbai, February 17, 2025 — MHADA VP and CEO Mr. Sanjeev Jaiswal, IAS, has
instituted a committee to probe into the incident where a woman showered currency notes
outside the chamber of the Joint Chief Officer of the repair and reconstruction board at the
MHADA Headquarters.

Taking serious note of the matter, Mr. Jaiswal suggested that the committee would
examine the eligibility of 11 applicants seeking transit tenements. The committee has been
directed to submit a detailed report within 15 days.

The incident occurred in connection with demands for alternative accommodation by 11
applicants from Vikhroli Kannamwar Nagar’s transit camp. These individuals had applied
for tenements in place of the old, dilapidated, and unsafe structures in buildings numbered
12, 13, and 14, which were demolished as part of the redevelopment process.

MHADA has previously carried out temporary relocations for eligible residents of these
dangerous structures under the redevelopment policy, ensuring their safety. Temporary
transit accommodations were granted in July 2020, March 2021, June 2021, and October
2021 based on eligibility criteria. However, the 11 applicants in question were not residing
in the affected structures at the time and had not been included in previous allocations.
Given the complexities involved, a thorough verification of their claims was deemed
necessary.

Since the matter holds policy implications, the committee will carefully assess the
legitimacy of the applications. The review will also examine why these 11 individuals
were not provided with transit accommodation earlier, despite their claims. Following the
verification, a decision on their eligibility and subsequent allocation will be made based on
MHADA’s policies and regulations.
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Notably, the woman involved in the cash-showering act is not one of the affected
applicants but was allegedly attempting to exert pressure on the administration on their
behalf. Such actions raise concerns over attempts to influence official procedures and
misrepresent facts. Furthermore, efforts to malign senior officials, including the Joint
Chief Officer, despite their tenure being relatively recent, are being viewed with
seriousness.

Under the leadership of Mr. Sanjeev Jaiswal, the authority has undertaken transparent and
structured redevelopment efforts over the past 18 months. Any attempts to disrupt this
process or manipulate administrative decisions will be scrutinized thoroughly.

With the committee now actively reviewing the case, MHADA assures that a fair and
transparent decision will be taken following the verification process. The findings of the
inquiry will guide the next course of action regarding the allotment of transit tenements to
the 11 applicants.
