Fourteenth Lokshahi Din: Nine Citizen Applications Heard at
MHADA

Mumbai, October 13, 2025: The Maharashtra Housing and Area Development Authority (MHADA)
conducted its Fourteenth Lokshahi Din (Democracy Day) today at the Housing Building, Bandra
(East). The programme was chaired by MHADA Vice President and Chief Executive Officer, Shri
Sanjeev Jaiswal (IAS). A total of nine citizen applications were taken up for hearing during the
session.

While presiding over the proceedings, Shri Jaiswal underlined the values of accountability,
transparency, and justice-oriented governance. He stressed the importance of timely decision-
making carried out with a deep sense of social responsibility.

In a notable case, Smt. Sunita Cheulkar sought transfer of a transit tenement at Kannamwar Nagar,
Vikhroli, originally allotted to her late mother but occupied by her deceased sister’s husband.
Despite remarrying, the occupant continued to reside in the tenement. Taking a firm view, Shri
Jaiswal instructed officers of the Mumbai Building Repairs and Reconstruction Board to serve a 24-
hour eviction notice and ensure possession is restored to Smt. Cheulkar before Diwali, with police
assistance if necessary.

In another application, Shri Swapnil Nikam requested possession of a transit tenement. Shri Jaiswal
directed officials to obtain a written undertaking from the applicant and recover all pending rent
dues prior to handing over the premises.

Similarly, Smt. Shaila Khandare appealed for inclusion of her mother’s name in Annexure-Il under the
Indiranagar Cooperative Housing Society’s slum rehabilitation project at Andheri. Responding
promptly, Mumbai Board Land Manager Shri Redekar scheduled the hearing for October 14, 2025,
and informed the applicant accordingly. Shri Jaiswal lauded this proactive approach and expressed
satisfaction over the officer’s swift response.

In today’s session, a total of nine applications were heard — four related to the Mumbai Building
Repairs and Reconstruction Board, three to the Konkan Board, and two to the Mumbai Board.
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
