MHADA declares list of 96 extremely dangerous cessed buildings in Mumbai

Appeal from Mumbai Building Repairs and Reconstruction Board to tenants and
residents to follow safety guidelines and cooperate with action

Mumbai, 21May 2025: The Mumbai Building Repairs and Reconstruction Board under
MHADA has completed the annual pre-monsoon survey of old and dilapidated cessed
buildings across Mumbai. Based on this year’s survey, 96 buildings have been classified as
extremely dangerous. This includes two buildings that were also declared extremely
dangerous in the previous year.

These 96 buildings collectively house 2,577 residential and 585 non-residential occupants,
amounting to a total of 3,162 tenants and residents.

As part of the action initiated by the Board:

* Eviction notices have been issued to 184 residential tenants.

* Among these, 3 residents have shifted to the transit camps.

* At present, 176 residential premises have not been vacated despite notice.

* No resident has made independent arrangements for alternative accommodation.

* Tenants and residents in the remaining buildings have also been served eviction
instructions. The process of vacating the premises is underway.
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* Since accommodation will be required for 2,577 residential occupants, the Board has
commenced preparations for their relocation to transit camps.

The Mumbai Building Repairs and Reconstruction Board appeals to the residents and tenants
of these buildings to extend full cooperation to the officers and staff of the Board. They are
requested to vacate the premises when instructed and to follow all safety-related instructions
issued in the interest of their own safety and that of their families. This will help prevent
accidents and avoid loss of life or property.

The Control Room of the Board is operational round the clock. In case of any visible signs of
danger or incidents in any of the identified buildings, residents are requested to inform the
Control Room immediately.
